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Some of the ladies of the Clan Grant Society wear a tartan known as the
ªGrant of Achnarrowº woven by Lochcarron Mill.  This tartan was first
recorded by Dr. Phil Smith in 1981 from a wedding dress worn in the 1780's
by ªMiss Grant of Achnarrowº, a former farm near Cromdale. This dress
was on display in the Highland Folk Museum founded by the late Dr. I. F.
Grant, the eminent Highland folklorist and the author of many books on the
Clan and the surrounding areas. It has since been recounted by Society
Member ªHankº Grant and by Peter MacDonald, a Scottish specialist in
tartan, each with differing thread counts. Dr. Smith believes that each of
these may be correct but not from the same fabric.

White based tartans such as the ªGrant of Achnarrowº were worn by women in a garment
known as the ªarisaid.º This garment was tartan worn on the bias which  covered the entire
body and was closed on the bosom with a broach. Regretfully no example has survived,
perhaps because they were simply a length of material to be arranged at the wearer's fancy. By
the late 1600's ladies were wearing dresses on Lowland style, sometimes of tartan but usually
in other fabrics. Tartan dresses became popular again following the repeal of the Act of
Proscription.

The ªGrant of Achnarrowº is not a ªClan Grantº tartan. The ªClan Grantº tartans are the red
sett approved by the Lord Strathspey and the ªBlack Watchº. It is also emphatically not
proper to refer to it as the ªLady Grantº tartan. That title implies that it is or was used only by
one of the ªtitledº ladies, perhaps one or more of Strathspey's daughters. The ªGrant of
Achnarrowº is a ªLady'sº Grant tartan, suitable for wear by any woman.  It is woven in
ªModern Coloursº in Scotland in ªStromeº (medium) weight. Full length skirts, kilt skirts, and
other garments may be ordered directly from Lochcarron of Scotland, Waverley Mills,
Galashiels TD1 3AY, Scotland.

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1.     The annual meeting was called to order by President C. David Grant at 3:10 pm.

2. Agenda distributed.

3. Introductions were made by President C. David Grant recognizing all Officers, Officers- Elected and many attending clan members.

4. Reports were given:
                C. David Grant asked Craigellachie Editor, Holly Grant-Wilson-Floyd to record minutes in the absence of Dr. Phil Smith, Secretary.  Treasurer, Richard Grant stood to remark

´ Discussion with regard to consideration of updating Grant website, utilizing and encouraging Clan Grant on-line Topica participation (currently there are

only about 100 addresses utilizing Topica) and to continued publishing of Clan newsletter, the Craigellache to promote better communication.
´ C. David Grant stated the Games kits are still available through Allen Grant, Games Commissioner from Pasadena, MD.  He reviewed that receipts were to

be returned to the Treasurer for reimbursement of tent fees or some charges for tent rental.  Personal expenses and patronage are not covered.
´ Discussion concerning Procedural Manual for all Commissioners that was begun by John A. Grant and Helen from Texas.  It is still a work in progress and

hopes were expressed that this project will be finalized and distributed soon.
b. Discussion started by C. David Grant in regard to sale of Clan Items.  C. David Grant and Rand Allan brought many items to these Pacific NW Highland Games as a
service for our members and to continue to support Clan Grant Society financially.  It was stated that a very large percentage of our revenue comes from sale of these
items.

6.    New Business

a.  Michelle Poitevin spoke up to once again welcome everyone to Washington as host and commissioner for this state.  She encouraged everyone to stay for the
catered dinner following.  Cost $15 per person.  Reminder of Tatoo at 7pm.

b.  Richard Grant suggested the Middle Tennessee Highland Games for an Oct 2007 location for next AGM.  Favorable response with details to be communicated.

c.  Jeniphr Grant called for clarification in regard to our contribution to Duthil Clan Centre in the UK.  As new Treasurer, she is very interested in the clan's contribu-
tion efforts. C. David Grant explained how this has worked in the past with the current Clan Structure.  Her suggestion was to have the clan be more specific and
identifiable with supported projects.

d.  Vice President Rand Allan stood to say he would like to see further research done in regard to our Clan's Tax status.    This constitutes what we are able to actually
do going forward.  C. David Grant explained that in 1997 our Society filed 501C-7 status by Gordon Grant in the state of Virginia.  Richard Grant explained that the
Treasurer is legally responsible so Sales need to be watched.  Another downside has been that no costs can be written off. John C. Grant moved that the members
present approve the first step as provided by the by-laws with Richard Grants support to become a 501 c 3 organization.  C. David Grant proposed that this topic be
passed to our new leadership.  Dr. Christopher Pratt, new President, accepted the idea that the Board of Directors needs to look into this with the Craigellachie
newsletter to be used to inform of progress.  He further stated that he would like to see better tax value for our Society in perhaps Scottish Arts, Study of History or
Support of Aged/Orphaned within Clan.

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Since everyone at the AGM loved this shortbread and ended
up wanting this recipe, it had to be one of our ªGrant Guidiesº
and be shared with all.  There were only crumbs left, and not
many of them""

1 pound butter
1-cup brown sugar

4 1/2 cups flour

Creme together, butter and sugar.  Add flour one cup at a time
up to 3 1/2 cups.  Dough will be sticky.

Put 1/2-cup flour on countertop and knead the dough adding
more of the flour until not sticky.

At this point you can roll out the dough into a rectangle
1/2 ª thick and  cut the slices in 1ºx 3<  lengths, placing them
on the cookie sheet.  However, make it easy and pat all the
dough into a cookie sheet with sides (jelly roll pan).

This makes it the right thickness.  Then score the dough into
1<x 3< shapes, prick it with a fork or utensil and bake it for 20
minutes at 350©, turn down the oven to 150© for 10 minutes so
it cooks the center and doesn't overcook the edges.

Then slice the cookies through, cool and serve.  Enjoy""
