What started as a joke in a music store 15 years ago has turned into a long and prolific career
for harpist Candace Coates. (member CGSUSA)   Candace plays the Celtic harp, also known
as the ªclarsachº in Gaelic.

She first picked up the harp 15 years ago when a friend of hers convinced her to play it in a
music store.
ªIt just felt so natural,º said Coates about playing for the first time. ªIt started as a joke, but 15
years later I'm still playing.º  Coates purchased an instruction book on how to play the harp
that came with a tape.  At first, she said, she could not read the musical scores, and so listened
to the tape and then copied the music on the harp.  ªHarp music is strange,º she said. ªIt has
both the treble and base line.º  Coates added that for people who play the piano, it's an easy
transition to the harp.

She's produced two albums. The first, released in 1998, is titled ªLove Poems with Celtic
Harp.º  In this album, Coates sets poetry to harp music, combining the music and words to
make something new.  Although the album is no longer available to buy, Coates does point
out that copies of it are available in the Mid Hudson Library system.  The second album
released in 2004, is a different take from the first. It's called ªFlights of Fancyº and features
original music by Coates.

In 2000, Coates directed and produced the Cablevision show, ªA Parcel of Harps,º which was
a benefit concert for the Rhinebeck Center for the
Performing Arts.  Coates said it took her six months to
prepare for the concert.  The entire process of
preparing and then performing taught Coates a lot.
For example, since the C strings on the harp are red
and the F string are blue, Coates said she had to work
carefully with the lighting so the strings wouldn't
blend with the light.  ªYou need something in a neutral
(color),º said Coates.

On alternating Thursdays, Coates performs at Vassar
Brothers Hospital as part of the Miles of Hope Breast
Cancer Foundation's program of bringing music to
cancer patients.  Coates said she has had patients
come up to her and say that they switched their
appointments so they could hear her play.  ªThere's a
lot of connection,º said Coates who has lost family
and friends to cancer. ªIt's important for me to go
there.º
Coates performed at the hospital's Ceremony of
Remembrance to remember all the children who had
died at the hospital as the result of various illnesses.  Coates said that as she played, a
slideshow of the children was shown behind her.  ªIt was one of the harder ones I had to do,º
said Coates about the experience.

Coates has also developed an educational presentation that she gives in schools about the
history and evolution of the harp. She said she came up with the idea for the presentation
after being frequently asked about her Celtic harp.  She gives this presentation for both
younger and older children.  She said the younger children really enjoy the presentation
because she lets them play the harps.

In 2003, Coates traveled to the Krieger Elementary School in Poughkeepsie. During the course
of the day, Coates went to every classroom to perform.  She said one of her favorite parts of
the day was when she was with younger students and had them act out the story, ªThe Gray
Selkie.º  ªThey really enjoyed it,º she said.

Coates said one of the highlights of her career was when she met Arlo Guthrie.  It was raining
the day she met him as she helped him carry boxes inside. Guthrie saw her harp case and
asked if she played.  Coates said she did and that she liked performing his song, ªAlice's
Restaurant.º  ªHe hugged me so hard I thought he knocked the wind out of my sails,º she
recalled with a smile.  One of the best things about performing, said Coates, was all the people
who she met.

Coates frequently plays in parks. At Innisfree Garden in Millbrook, she met a man who had a
flute with him, and the two ended up playing together for an hour.  Coates also gives harp
lessons and is organizing a Christmas concert for one of her students.

Family members in addition to his wife
include his sons: Robert B. (Chip) Grant III of Nashville, TN, Geoffrey R. Grant (Peggy) of
Grovetown, GA, Jody G. Grant (Mendy) of Augusta; mother: Mary Sterling Kramer of New
Hartford, NY; stepdaughters; Lesley Bowman of Atlanta, Wynn B. Sowersby (James) of
Atlanta; Ginger B. Wisser (John) of Atlanta; grandchildren: Kelsey Grant of Grovetown,
Garrett Grant of Augusta and 7 step-grandchildren. Funeral services were held Thursday,
May 22, 2008 at Christ Church, 1900 Greene St, Augusta, GA with Rev. Erwin Veale officiating
with full Military Honors.

Such a short obituary, which appeared in The Augusta Chronicle, doesn't begin to say
enough about Bob Grant as we came to know him in CMSI. His wife, CMSI past president
Judy Becker, would tell you that Bob had all of the traits of a great Scotsman, a true
Montgomery, and a real Southern Gentleman. He was all and none of those things. Born in
upper New York, he was of Native American heritage. He had never really paid much attention
to his ªGrantnessº until after he met Judy, and she introduced him to the ªwearin' o' the kiltº.
She gave him a used kilt in Grant tartan, which he bravely donned, and a Highland Games
roadie was born.

I don't know Bob's military history. He retired from the Army. His military stories were legend,
and very, very funny. Bob Grant had a wonderful sense of humor, and was never afraid to
laugh at himself. Yet you instinctively knew that this was a man who was steady, reliable and
willing to stand up for his principles and for the country he loved. He was truly a patriot, and
always, always willing to help.

In the few years that I knew Bob, I was so impressed with his sense of duty and responsibility.
He and Judy were always at the Stone Mountain tent at the crack of dawn to help with set-up.
Neither Bob nor Judy ever wanted anyone to cut them some slack Ð to let them sleep in, even
though they had to come all the way from Augusta to Atlanta. Bob was always ready with a
quiet helping hand, a suggestion or a joke. When it was time for the Parade of Tartans, he
always stayed behind to mind the tent. He was never without a book to read, so he got an
hour or so of peace to read and sit for a while.  In 2007 it never really entered anyone's mind
that maybe Bob needed to rest because he wasn't feeling so hot. I had just had my heart
attack, and he was totally solicitous of how I was doing. As a paramedic, his whole focus was
on how others were feeling, and he didn't like to talk about himself.

This October, when everyone gathered for the Stone Mountain Games, Bob Grant, his crazy
jokes, his dry wit, and his selfless sense of duty was dearly missed.

LTC Jeniphr Grant's brother-in-law  just recently returned from Afghanistan.
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Capt. Patrick Hugh Mackintosh Grant, MC, passed away on January 16, 2007.
Affectionately known as P.H., he was the hereditary Chieftain (Ceann Tighe) of the ancient
family of Tullochgorm, also known as Clann Phadruig.

Patrick Hugh attended Merton College, at the University of Oxford, in 1942-43 before
joining the Seaforth Highlanders.  In 1944, as a nineteen year-old platoon commander, he
participated in the liberation of St. Valery after the Normandy invasion.  He saw action at
LeHavre in France and in the Netherlands.  He was severely wounded in the battle of Reichswald
Forest in February 1945 ± just one of more than 20,000 casualties suffered by the combined
British, American and Canadian forces during a month-long offensive.  Patrick Hugh was
evacuated to Britain and subsequently awarded the Military Cross for gallantry.

After the war, due to the severity of his injuries, Patrick abandoned plans to become
a vicar and focused on training to run the family estate of Balnespick, at Tomatin, Inverness-
shire.  In 1960, he moved into Balvraid Lodge on the estate, and in 1975, married Susan
Kinahan, who survives him.

Patrick Hugh was from a long line of distinguished military officers, being directly
descended from not one, but two Field Marshals of the British Army.  His great-grandfather
was Field Marshal Sir Patrick Grant, GCB, GCMG (1804-1895), and his great-great-grandfather
was Field Marshal Sir Hugh, 1st Viscount Gough, (1779-1869).

Patrick was also the nephew of the late Isabel Frances Grant, MBE, LLD, the noted
historian, author, and founder of the Highland Folk Museum at Kingussie.

Even though he was a life-long Episcopalian, Patrick Hugh served as the Clerk of
Session of Dalarossie Kirk (Church of Scotland) after receiving a dispensation from the
Bishop, and it was in that ancient kirk's graveyard on the River Findhorn that he was buried.

Lt. Col. Donald J.A. Grant, who also lives at Tomatin, succeeds his cousin as Chieftain
of the Grants of Tullochgorm.  Donald Grant's father was also a distinguished military officer,
Brigadier Eneas H.G. Grant, CBE, DSO, MC, JP, DL (1901-1994).  Brigadier Grant also served
much of his career in the Seaforth Highlanders.

It is known that Tullochgorm came into the hands of Sir John Grant of Freuchie in
1491 when he traded several properties in the vicinity of Glenlivet and Stratha'on to George,
2nd Earl of Huntly, in return for the lands of Tullochgorm, Curr and Clury in Strathspey.

Although the precise origins of the family are unknown, a ªPatrick Grant in
Tullochgormº witnessed a document in 1530 regarding the infeftment of certain lands in
Inverallan.  This Patrick Grant was almost certainly the ancestor of the Grants of Tullochgorm
± hence the appellation Clann Phadruig.  The family was undoubtedly in Strathspey prior
1530 and perhaps descended, as one traditional account maintains, from a son of an early
Chief.  Another tradition suggests that the family originally held land in Stratherrick and
accompanied an early Grant Chieftain when he gained a foothold in Strathspey in the 14th

century.

In any event, the descendants of the aforementioned Patrick Grant assumed a
prominent role in clan affairs toward the end of the 16th century.  Successive chieftains ± all
named either Patrick or John ± held a wadset to the farm of Tullochgorm on the north bank of
the Spey, near Dulnain Bridge.  (A wadset was an old Scots form of land tenure that granted
heritable rights to a property until redeemed for a stated sum of money by the grantor or his
descendants ± sometimes, as in the case of Tullochgorm, several centuries later.)

Successive generations of the family held Tullochgorm and Drumuilie, another farm
nearby, until 1777 when Sir James Grant of Grant redeemed the wadset from George Grant of
Tullochgorm ± the first chieftain of the family with a Christian name other than Patrick or John.

It was from this time that most of the representatives of the family sought careers in
military service.  George Grant's son, Alexander, was a captain in the army.  Although he was
twice married and lived to be ninety-seven years of age, he had no children.  Nevertheless,
several junior lines of the family flourished during the 18th century and held other properties
in Strathspey, including Glenmore in Rothiemurchus, Achosnich in Inverallan, Forrigen and
Auchterblair in Duthil.

In a somewhat unusual chain of events ± although not uncommon in the highlands
at the time ± two distant cousins descended from a 17th century chieftain of Clann Phadruig
were married circa 1802.  Major John Grant of Auchterblair, who served in both the Strathspey
Fencibles and the 97th Regiment of Foot, married Anna Trapaud Grant, daughter of Rev.
Patrick Grant, Minister of Duthil.

They had four sons and three daughters.  Two of the sons were named William and
Patrick.  The eldest son, Captain William Grant, was killed during the retreat from Kabul,
Afghanistan, in 1842.  Patrick, who as a young lad of sixteen participated in the famous march
on Elgin in 1820, secured a commission in the Bengal Infantry.  It was this ambitious young
man that eventually became Field Marshal Sir Patrick Grant.

The Field Marshal spent most of his career in India, advancing through the officer
ranks to become Major General and Commander in Chief of the Madras Army in 1856.  He
married, firstly, Jane Anne Fraser Tytler, who died in 1838, and secondly, Frances Maria,
daughter of Field Marshal Sir Hugh Gough, 1st Viscount Gough.

In 1861, he left India and was made Knight Grand Cross of the Most Honourable
Order of the Bath.  The following year, he was promoted to Lieutenant General and
subsequently served as Governor of Malta from 1867 to 1872.  During that time, he was made
Knight Grand Cross of the Most Distinguished Order of St. Michael and St. George and
promoted to General in 1870.

Sir Patrick was then posted to London where he commanded the Royal Horse Guards,
and in 1874, was appointed Governor of the Royal Hospital at Chelsea.  In 1883, he was
promoted to Field Marshall and appointed Gold-Stick-in-Waiting to Queen Victoria in 1885.
He died at the Royal Hospital in 1895 at the age of ninety-one and was buried at Brompton
Cemetery, London.

In a recent correspondence, the present Chieftain of Tullochgorm, Lt. Col. Donald
Grant, shared the following interesting anecdote about the Field Marshall that took place at
Maharajpor, India, in 1843.

The Governor General of India and his wife, Lord and Lady Ellenborough, along with
Lady Smith, and Lady Gough and her daughter, Frances, were out for a pleasurable excursion
with the Army led by Sir Hugh Gough, Commander in Chief of India.  Unbeknownst to the
party, the Sikh Army had formed up nearby and began shelling the Indian and British troops
with cannon.

One explosion caused the elephants upon which the ladies were riding to stampede
toward the Sikh lines.  Patrick Grant, who was a young officer and an expert horseman,
immediately galloped after the charging elephants, succeeded in corralling them, and brought
the ladies back to safety ± much to the relief of all concerned.  Within a year, Patrick Grant
married Frances Maria Gough, the Commander in Chief's daughter.

In Parts I and II, the following names were documented as surnames and patronymics
associated with the Clan Grant and its lands in Strathspey and the glens north and west of
Loch Ness.

Other Surnames and Patronymics Associated with the Clan Grant:

MacDonald, Donaldson, Donald, Donalach, MacConald, and MacCondill are patronymics
meaning ªson of Donald.  The name MacDonald is one of the most frequently occurring
names in Scotland and can be found in most districts.  It is illogical to assume that all
MacDonalds descend from a common ancestor.  Moreover, it is the opinion of this reporter
that the MacDonalds of Strathspey probably descended from various progenitors who were
not necessarily related to each other, and whose progeny, by virtue of their ancestors' historical
attachment to the lands of the Clan Grant, were actually more closely related to the Grants
than the Clan Donald.  (This general rule would also apply to a number of surnames derived
from patronymics.)  Many families of MacDonalds lived in the districts held by the Clan Grant
± particularly in Glenmoriston and Glenurquhart where the name has always been more prevalent
than the name Grant.  The parish records of Strathspey are also replete with literally hundreds
of records of baptisms and marriages of MacDonalds who were aligned with the Clan Grant.
Malcolmus McWilliam McCondill was a parishioner in Duthil in 1537.  Gillemartyne
McConnell moir in Mid Bunloit, Glenurquhart, was despoiled of his goods in 1545.William
M'Robbie M'Conel was born in Invera'on in 1581.  John McConnald V'Cowle, Allestir
McConnald Cheir, and Donald Og McConald Chalmer were fined for resetting McGregors in
1615. Patrick Roy McEan VcConald was in Tullocheruben, Duthil, in 1615.  The names
MacDonald, Donaldson, and Donalach were noted in Cromdale, and many MacDonalds
lived in the parishes of Duthil, Abernethy and Knockando throughout the 18th century.

The names and patronymics Kiar, Ciar, Keran, Keranich, MacIlheran, MacKerron, MacKeran
and Nicolcheir might be related, but like so many aspects of clan history, the true origins of
these names and their relationships with each other are ªlost in the mists of antiquity.º  The
Gaelic root ciar is a descriptive word meaning ªof grey or ashen complexion.º  The appellation
Kiar or Ciar is likely related to the Clann Chiaran, an ancient branch of the Clan Grant in
Strathspey.  According to tradition, Lucas Ciar was a younger son of an early Grant chieftain
and the progenitor of the Clann Chiaran.JohnGrant or Keran, William Grant or Keranich,
and Donald Kiar or Grant lived in Cromdale parish in the early 18th century.  The patronymic
MacKerron, MacKeran was probably derived from MacGilleciaran, MacIlheran, or MacChiaran,
which suggests an association with the Clan Chiaran or Clankeran,but this is purely
conjectural.  The name MacKerron was generally associated with the parishes of Aberlour,
Invera'on and Knockando in the 17th and 18th centuries, although several MacKerrons were
noted in Cromdale.ChristianandMariorie Nicolcheir, Jonet Nicolchere and other women
of this patronymic, which refers to a daughter of someone named Kiar or Cheir, were
documented in the parish of Invera'on in the mid 17th century.  Related names are also noted
in the lands held by the Grants north of Loch Ness.Donald Keir was a tenant in Borlum in
1544. Allestir MacConnald Cheir broustir (brewer) and John Keir MacConnald
MacCondochie MacGillespick in Urquhart were fined for resetting MacGregors in 1615.

MacSwene, MacQuene, MacQueen and MacKueen are patronymics of Scandinavian origin
that mean son of Swene or Sween.  The name was used among the Clan Donnachie Grants,
from Sweton or Suene Grant in the 16th and 17th centuries.  John McQuene was a tenant in
Balnaport in 1615.  Robert Grant or McQuhyn, son of Johne Grant or McQuhyn and Katherine
Grant, was baptized in Invera'on in 1645.John Oig M'Quene, also known as John M'Swine
in Dalrachnie, died in 1667.  James M'Swene or M'Quene of the Clan Donnachie Grants was
in Inverlaidnan in 1613.  Families of MacQueens, MacKqueens were in Cromdale and Duthil
parishes in the 18th century.

MacWilliam, MacWillie, MacKwillie and Williamson are
patronymics that mean son of William.  The names were
frequently noted in Glenlivet and Strathspey.  Patricius moir
McPatre McWilliam, Duncanus moir McAngus Willelmi, and
Jacobus McDondoche McWilliam were parishioners of Duthil
in 1537.John McWille in Borlum, Glenurquhart, was despoiled
of his goods in 1545.Willelmo Williamson was ªin Dergyº (Dreggie) in 1553 and Finlao
Williamsone witnessed a document signed by the Laird of Freuchie in the same year.  James
McWilliam in Dillivorer, Duncane McWilliam Veig in Granishe and William McThomas
McWilliam in Rothiemoon were fined for resetting McGregors in 1615.  Finla McWiliambuy
was in Invera'on in 1634.  Other MacWilliams were in Invera'on and Knockando parishes in
the 17th century.   James McWillie voir was in Knockendoche (Knockando) in 1668.  John
McWillie or Roy was a parishioner in Cromdale in 1706.  John McKwilliam was in Cromdale
in 1714. William vicAllaster vicWilliam vicVurrich was in Buntait, Glenurquhart in 1719.
Janet Nickwilliam-more, a blind woman in Tullochgriban, was mentioned in Duthil records in
1720. Donald Grant alias McWilliam andJames Grant alias McWilliam Viconil were in
Dalrachniebeg, Duthil in 1725.  Duncan McKwillie lived in Cromdale parish in 1728.  John
McWilliam was a weaver in Bellichuile circa 1730.  Alexander Grant or McWilliam, son of
John Grant and Betty McWilliam, was christened in Invera'on in 1796.

Miller, Millar, Millart is an occupational name that referred to a person who worked at a mill.
The name can be found in the parish records of most districts in Scotland from earliest times.
Donaldus McAngus Millare was a parishioner of Duthil in 1537.  The name in various forms
was noted throughout the country of the Grants in the parishes of Cromdale, Kirkmichael,
Glenurquhart, and Knockando.  It was used as a by-name in parish records as Grant or Miller
andGrant alias Millart.

More, Mor, Moir, Mhor and Mohr are descriptive names meaning great or large.  John Grant
of Culcabock, known as Ian Mor, was the progenitor of the Grants of Glenmoriston in the 16th

century.   Willelmus Moir was a Duthil parishioner in 1537.  James More, son of George More
and Elspet McKean, was baptized in Invera'on in 1644.  Anna, daughter of Alexander Grant
alias More in Tulchen, was baptized in 1703.  (She was the daughter of Alister Mohr Grant,
the Laird's Champion, also known as Alister Mhor-i-Currich, immortalized in the portrait by
Richard Waitt in 1714.)  Robert Grant or More was in Cromdale in 1705.  Families of the name
were abundant in the parish of Cromdale in the 18th century in the forms Grant or Moir, Grant
or More, Grant alias More, and More or Grant.  John More was a tenant in Drumchork,
Rothiemurchus, before immigrating to America in the 18th century.  Angus More was a weaver
in Keanloch circa 1730.  John, a son ªbegotten in uncleanness by Peter Grant son to
Glenmoristonº was born to ªnign Thomais Mhorr sometime in Balnacahanº (Balmacaan,
Glenurquhart) in 1748.  Other Mores were in the parishes of Abernethy, Knockando, Duthil
and Rothiemurchus.  The MacFinlay Mor's in Muckrach of Abernethy were said to be
descendants of the Sliochd ile Carrich, a traditional sept of the Clan Grant.

Reoch, Riach, Rioch, McInreoch, McKeanriach and McInriach are descriptive names and
patronymics meaning ªspeckled, grizzled or brindledº, perhaps a person whose natural hair
color was mixed with gray.  The Riachs in Strathspey might be descended from the Sliochd
Ian Riach, a family who, according to tradition, came to Strathspey from Stratherrick in the
train of an early clan chieftain, ca. 14th century.  In 1489, Patricio Reoch de Achnerver
(Auchnarrow, near Castle Grant) was mentioned in a Grant charter.  Patrik Reoch of
Auchnarrowis, probably the same man, was mentioned in a document in 1508.  In 1555, John
Reoch Grant was accused of theft, sorning, and murder.  John Grant Reache was in Kynveache
(Kinveachy, Duthil) in 1568.  Allester Dow McAllester Reoche was in Granishe and Duncan
McAllester Reoch was in Avielochan, both in the parish of Duthil, in 1615.  Christian Riach
married William Roy in Invera'on in 1631, and other families named Riach lived in Invera'on at
the same period.James Grant McKeanriach is mentioned in the will of James Grant of
Freuchie in 1665.  Riachs are mentioned frequently in Cromdale, Abernethy and Aberlour in
the 18th century, and in fact, continue to flourish there today.  The sept is certainly one of the
oldest names in Strathspey.

Tailzeor, Taylor, Tailor, McIntayler and Nicintailzeour are occupational names noted in most
Scottish districts.  The by-name Tailzeor alias Grantwas a frequently occurring name in
Glenlivet in the 18th century.  In 1611, Tailzeoure oig (the young tailor) was listed among the
tenants in the Grant estate books.John Grant Mackin Taylor was in Gartinbeg, and later
referred to as John Grant alias McIntaylor.  Other forms of the names include Grant or
Tailzeour, Tailzeour alias Grant, Nicintailzeour (daughter of the tailor) in Invera'on in the
17th century.  In the parishes of Cromdale and Duthil, the name was recorded at various times
asTalier, Nickintyler, Grant or Taylour, MacIntyler, and Taylier.   The name was also noted
in Aberlour and Knockando in the 18th century.

Turner and McInturner are occupational surnames meaning ªone who uses a lathe, a turner of
wood or metal.º  In the 18th century, the name Turner alias Grant was noted in the records of
Glenlivet and Strathspey.  Perhaps some Turners were descendants of a traditional family
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known as the Sliochd Downer (the family of the turner) in Abernethy parish.  The name
Turner is noted in the parish of Invera'on in the 17th century, and in Abernethy, Kincardine,
Duthil, and in Glenlivet in the 18th.  William MacInturner lived in Glenurquhart in 1750.

The Right Honorable Lord Strathspey, Sir James Patrick Trevor Grant of Grant, Baronet, was the special guest of the Clan Grant Society at the Stone
Mountain Highland Games, October 17-19, 2008.  Accompanying Lord Strathspey was his long-time friend and companion, Ms. Judy Lewis.  Lord Strathspey
succeeded his father, the late Patrick Lord Strathspey, as hereditary Chief of the Clan Grant and Baronet of Nova Scotia in 1993.

The Chiefs of Grant descend through the male line in an uninterrupted continuum from Sir Duncan Grant of Freuchie who held lands in Strathspey in the
15th century.  Other Grant chieftains are documented in the highlands from at least the mid 13th century.  Some of these early chieftains were aligned with powerful
families in the North and served as Sheriffs of Inverness.  They held property in Strathherrick on the south side of Loch Ness before gaining a foothold in
Strathspey in the early 14th century.  Although the precise relationships of some of the early chieftains to the line of the present Chief cannot be determined, they
were unquestionably Lord Strathspey's forbears.  Successive Chiefs consolidated their holdings in Strathspey, and at one time controlled virtually all of the
territory ªbetween the two Craigellachiesº ± from the rugged crag that overlooks the present town of Aviemore to the village of the same name almost thirty miles
to the northeast.  It is no wonder Strathspey is called the ªcountry of the Grantsº!

One of Lord Strathspey's predecessors, Ludovick Grant of Freuchie, was one of the most powerful landholders in the central highlands in the late 17th

century.  In fact, he was sometimes referred to ± perhaps sarcastically ± as ªthe Highland King.º  His lands were erected into the Regality of Grant in 1694, and he was thereafter known as
the Laird of Grant and his principal residence of Ballachastel was renamed Castle Grant.

Ludovick's son, Sir James Grant of Grant (1679-1747), became a Baronet of Nova Scotia through his marriage to the daughter and heiress of Sir Humphrey Colquhoun of Luss.  This
title, which dates to 1625, is one of the oldest Scottish baronetcies and has been passed through the male line of the Chiefs of Grant since 1719.

Still another Sir James Grant (1738-1811) was certainly one of the ablest of his long line.  He was erudite, public spirited, and dedicated to the improvement of his estates.  Sir James
served in Parliament, raised two regiments for the government, and was the founder of the town known today as Grantown-on-Spey.  He was affectionately known as ªthe Good Sir James.º

In the 19th century, by virtue of a previous Chief's marriage to a daughter of the Earl of Findlater and Seafield, Sir Lewis Alexander Grant of Grant, Bt., became 5th Earl of Seafield, and
consequently assumed the additional surname of Ogilvy.  In 1858, the 7th Earl of Seafield, Sir John Charles Ogilvy-Grant, Bt., Knight of the Thistle (1815-1881), was created 1st Baron Strathspey
of Strathspey in the Peerage of the United Kingdom of Great Britain.

In 1915, the 11th Earl, Capt. Sir James Ogilvie-Grant, Bt., 3rd Lord Strathspey, was killed in the Great War.  His daughter, Nina Caroline, who was only a child at the time of her father's
death, eventually became the 12th Countess of Seafield.  The Earl's younger brother, Trevor, became 4th Lord Strathspey and 16th Baronet of Nova Scotia ± titles that descend only in the male
line.

Trevor Lord Strathspey's son, Patrick, succeeded his father as 5th Lord Strathspey in 1948, and subsequently changed his surname from Ogilvie-Grant to Grant of Grant when he
matriculated his arms in the Court of the Lord Lyon.

Patrick Lord Strathspey was a chartered surveyor and worked for the Lands Branch of the War Deparment until he retired in 1972.  He lived in West Wittering, West Sussex, England,
and was active in the House of Lords.  He made three trips to the United States to attend the Grandfather Mountain Highland Games in 1978 and the Stone Mountain games in 1981 and 1987.
He was instrumental in the founding of the Clan Grant Society in North America and rejuvenating the dormant society in Great Britain.

Our present Chief, the 6th Lord Strathspey, was born in 1943.  He spent his early years in England where his father was assigned to the War Department during World War II.  After
the war, he moved with his parents to Edinburgh.  Lord Strathspey attended school in Greenwich, Connecticut from 1955 to 1960.  After returning to the United Kingdom, he worked on several
farms and spent two years at the Royal Agricultural College at Cirencester, Gloucestershire.

After working on another farm near Brechin in Angus, Lord Strathspey purchased farms near Inverness, where he ran hill sheep and cattle.  In 1973, he obtained a posting at the
Scottish Horticultural Research Institute at Invergowrie, Perthshire, where he worked for eighteen years.  In 1991, Lord Strathspey moved to Mull to provide assistance to his aging mother.

Upon the death of his father in 1992, the Hon. James Patrick Trevor Grant, younger of Grant, as he was known at that time, became 6th Baron Strathspey of Strathspey in the Peerage
of Great Britain, 18th Baronet of Nova Scotia, and Chief of the Clan Grant.

In recent years, Lord Strathspey has taken an active interest in the Clan Grant societies worldwide.  In 2001, he purchased the Old Manse at Duthil.  The manse is just a few meters
from Duthil Kirk and the mausoleum where generations of Chiefs of the Clan are interred.  Lord Strathspey spends much of his spare time working on the restoration of the manse and
gardening.

I am a clan member, and have been planning on coming to Stone Mountain games
since my daughter moved to Marietta, GA, 3 years ago. Unfortunately every year
something came up and I couldn't make it. However, I said that this year nothing
would stop me. I came to Stone Mountain from upstate NY, stayed with my daughter
who lives in Marietta, GA, and my son came down from Boston, to meet Lord
Strathspey. My father had started our geneology research, and wanted very much to
visit ancestral lands and meet our chief, but never made it. I made this trip for him.
Attached is a picture of Lord Strathspey, my daughter Martha Gilmore, my son Matt
Nash, and me. Martha is a microbiologist at Cryolife Laboratory, Matt is assistant
professor at The Art Institute of Boston, and I am technical supervisor o f the laboratory
at Newark Hospital in Newark, NY. Unfortunately we did not stay at the clan tent
very long, as we had many things we wanted to do and see. However, it was a real
honor to meet Lord Strathspey, and I want to thank him for honoring our request for
a picture.

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October usually brings a fairly dry month and a palate of  color when the oaks and maples and
gum trees start turning, as well as a bunch of Americans wearing tartan and celebrating their
heritage at these largest and second-oldest games in the southeast.  But this year we had an
international flavor thanks to the visit by Sir James Grant of Grant, Lord Strathspey, 33rd Chief
of Clan Grant, and Judy.  Three other couples joined them from the UK, and Jim and Barb Grant
brought their two fine sons from Canada.  We had a wider distribution of US members as well,
with folks from Maine, Ohio, Maryland, Virginia, North Carolina, Tennessee, Florida, California,
and Washington, and most of our usual Georgia contingent.

Some of our visitors arrived in Atlanta on Wednesday, so we allowed for some recovery time
and did not start our activities until Thursday night.  We had a casual reception at the hotel
just to meet and greet and put some faces to all the names we had seen for months, since
James and Judy had first confirmed their plans to visit.  We presented Lord Strathspey with a
carved walking staff, compliments of the US Society, to commemorate his first trip to Stone
Mountain (James' father, Sir Patrick, the previous Lord Strathspey, had visited twice during
the 1980's, so this is now a tradition!).  Jim Anderson, one of the Games' Directors, carves a
staff for the honored guest each year, so we couldn't let the MacGregors get ahead of us!

The Games sponsor several activities on Friday, including seminars on genealogy and some
of the early musical competitions, but many of us Grants began with the whisky tasting.
Glenfiddich was the official Games whisky again, so it was especially appropriate to have one
of the Grant brands this year.  Lord Strathspey and Judy were presented at both the Patrons'
and Sponsors' receptions Friday night, as were the honored guests of the Games, Sir Malcolm
MacGregor of MacGregor and Lady MacGregor.

Saturday began very early, before daylight, since clan regalia must be unloaded before 8 AM.
Former treasurer and Nominating Committee Chair John C. Grant, son  LTC Eric Grant, and two
grandsons helped me unload and set up, so we were ready for business in near record time.
Grants drifted in at their leisure during the day, and we began signing up new members, selling
clan crest shirts, greeting ªcousinsº and swapping stories.  Many of our visitors were pleasantly
surprised at the size of these games, with over 120 tents for clans and Scottish organizations
and upwards of 40,000 visitors, as well as the beautiful weather.  We had just enough rain on
Friday to clear the air and keep down the dust over the weekend.  I was able to get away from
the tent long enough to escort James and Judy around the clan area, visiting several clans,
the Burns Club, and the St. Andrew's Society of Atlanta.

Saturday night we gathered at the Burns Cottage for a catered dinner featuring regional
cuisine, shrimp with grits and barbecued pork butt with all the fixin's.  Dinner was preceded by
a social hour as people arrived from the games.  Afterwards we had a brief historical
presentation by Mr. Phil Cuthbertson about railroad magnate and Atlanta pioneer Lemuel P.
Grant.  He had made a considerable fortune in railroads prior to the War Between the States,
and actually designed Atlanta's defensive fortifications in that conflict.  He donated a parcel
of land to the city, and Grant Park is now the site of Zoo Atlanta, as well as Fort Walker, the
highest point in the city limits, which is maintained as a Confederate artillery battery as it
might have appeared in 1864.  We finished the evening with guitar and song by ªour ownº
Colin Grant-Adams, who performs at a number of games and now hails from Glasgow ... (Wait
for it!) ... Kentucky.  He often performs in Grant tartan kilt and cowboy boots!  Wife Julia
handles the business side of things, and even lets him come by the Grant tent to get some
lubrication for those delicate vocal cords ...

The Games start a little later on Sunday, after an interdenominational church service on the
parade field.  Bishop John C. Grant, Chaplain of Clan Grant USA, was kind enough to unpack
the regalia before Jane and I arrived, so things were already underway.  Everyone tried to get
as organized as we get and present a good appearance for the Parade of Tartans, especially
since Lord Strathspey chose to march with the Clan rather than join the other honored guests
in the reviewing stand.  We've seldom had such a large or handsomely turned out group -
we'll have to do this again (OK, maybe after considerably more rest, and time to forget how
much work this takes)!

Sunday also marked the public debut of Elizabeth McKinnon Boyce (ªEllieº), our now ten-
week-old granddaughter, who appeared with Mom and Dad (daughter Katherine and son-in-
law Todd) in her stroller draped in Grant tartan.   Son Patrick, dressed in his Grant tartan Izod
blazer ($3 at a local used clothing store!), cut quite a figure pushing Ellie in her stroller and
wearing his shades ¼

Jane and I picked up Lord Strathspey and Judy Monday morning for a driving tour of Atlanta
and to begin their stay with us.  We drove through Emory University, Druid Hills and ªDriving
Miss Daisyº country (my home stompin' grounds), then over to Grant Park.  We had an
obligatory hot dog lunch at the Varsity, famous drive-in across the freeway from Georgia
Tech.  John W. Grant was a banker and real estate developer from the 1880's and an early

member of the Burns Club. He and journalist Henry W. Grady were instrumental in the
formation of what later became Georgia Tech.  His mansion on West Paces Ferry Road (down
the street from the present Governor's Mansion) he christened ªCraigellachieº - it's still
standing, complete with carved Grant crests in the large oak double front doors, and is now
the main clubhouse of the Cherokee Town & Country Club.  John W's son died tragically at
age 11,  so he donated $15,000 to Georgia Tech for an athletic field.  To this day Tech plays
football on Grant Field.

After letting James and Judy get settled in Monday, we hosted a Cherokee descendent of
Ludovic Grant and her husband for dinner.  They had attended a Cherokee Nation gathering
in Oklahoma and were unable to join us for the Games.  Ludovic was one of the first white
settlers in western North Carolina and intermarried among the Cherokees.  His granddaughter
married redheaded Scotsman John Stuart, beginning a line of redheaded, curly-haired
Cherokees called ªbushyheads.º  Bushyhead is still found today as a Cherokee surname.
(Thanks to Adrian Grant, treasurer of the UK Society ± and heraldry expert and Clan historian
and several other things ± for making this connection to the Cherokees.)

Tuesday we drove up through the North Georgia mountains and had lunch at the Dillard
House, home of traditional Southern cooking, family-style service, and huge portions.  Just
over the line into North Carolina is Franklin, home of the Scottish Tartan Museum, which we
toured in somewhat of a stupor after our meal.   That's where we heard a presentation on
Ludovic and the Bushyheads, and enjoyed looking at all the exhibits about Scottish and
Scots-Irish settlements in this country and the impact Scots have had in this whole region.

James and Judy flew to Savannah from here, then
moved on to Charleston, spending four days in
each place.  Bryan (ªBeauº) Grant, three greats
grandson of Lemuel P. Grant and grandson of
tennis great ªBitsyº Grant, met them when they
returned to Atlanta.  They toured our Aquarium
and then Beau got them to the airport in plenty of
time for security and baggage checks.

My last duty for this gathering will be shipping
the walking staff ± Lord Strathspey says it will be
placed on display at Duthil Kirk, seat of the Grants,
just beside the Old Manse, which he and Judy
are restoring.  Look for it when you visit during
the Third International Gathering of Clan Grant in
August, 2010!

If the new member joins between Jan-Jun they will pay the full dues, but if they join Jul-Dec they pay half of the annual dues.
