Grant Guidies

Cloutie Dumpling

Sometimes spelled 2Clootie® it gets its name from the
aclout® or cloth in which it was traditionally batl. There
have been many variations over the years as coaks h
experimented. You may be glad to know that it dbdsve
to be made in a @clout®! At Christmas, cooks ofterapped
small coins (in the old days a silver three-peniec@ was
popular) in greaseproof paper and placed them én th
dumpling. If you do add coins, warn those eating th
dumpling later so as to avoid broken teeth!

The following Cloutie Dumpling recipe is repieéd from
the UK Standfast. The original story spoke higbfyLyn
Thompson's recipe that she agreed to share sosoihéne
clan could make it in their homes. She is SiriBlatBrant's
tPersonal Assistant and has been at Grants of Daineg
about 1998/9.

Lyn Thompsons Cloutie Dumpling

Ingredients:
12 oz self raising flour
Aoz white Breadcrumbs
4 oz suet
3 cups mixed fruit (currants, raisins & sultanas)
7 oz sugar 2 small appieed and grated
1 teaspoon ground ginger 2 large eggs
1 teaspoon cinnamon
A good glug of brandy, whisky or sloe gin
Pinch salt
Enough milk to mix to a stiff dropping consistency.

1 large tablespogrup
1 large tablespoon teeacl

Method:

Wring out a large 2'0" square of cotton in scaldimgter.
While still very hot spread flat on a table anchgsthe heel
of the hand rub a generous amount of flour wel itite
cloth. This will protect the dumpling during boijinand
form the 2skin® when cooked.

Sieve all the dry ingredients together in a banll add the
wet ingredients, leaving the milk until last. Miggether
(your hand is the best utensil for this job) anacplin the
center of the fabric square. Pick up first the foomers and
men gather up the rest of the cloth so that thrapling is

securely tied in. Leaving a little room for expamsitie the
string round the neck of the bundle, very tighiidgving a
loop of string with which to pick it up later.

Place on top of a plate in a large pan of bowiager, making
sure the water is about half up the side of thepling, and
put the lid on. Cook, on a rolling boil, for abo2fo - 3

urs. Make sure that it doesn't boil dry, anchdolift the
id during the first half hour.

When cooked, lift out of the boiling water by ttigrgy loop
and place on a large plate. Remove the string dglay,
Wand working quickly and carefully separate thefclisom

the dumpling, with a flat bladed knife if sticky.will have

a white coating on the outside, and it is very intguat to
retain as much of this on the dumpling as possible. When
the cloth is removed from the top and sides, ptauether
plate on the top and turn upside down so thatrekeof the
cloth can be removed. Often a small area on thedeg not
retain the skin.

The dumpling should finally be placed in a modeten
to brown off. When ready it will look chestnut-brovand
shiny.

Eat hot, straight from the oven as a pudding, ealth a
dram on Hogmanay, or even fried in the morning with a bit
of bacon and eggs etc. before heading for theTHik Scots
are well known for their ingenuity and this is, feure, a
versatile dumpling!
